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Introduction

Disability remains a complicated issue in Cambodia, starting with confusion over the
number of people with disability in the country — reports range from 2% (MOSVY, Sep
2019) up to about 15% of the total population (Minister of Public Works and Trans-
port, Jan 2020). Not having an accurate estimate leaves room for gaps in appropri-
ate, available and accessible services for people with disability. Evidence from a
survey done in 2019 by the Cambodian Disabled People’s Organization (CDPO) sup-
ports this assumption. CDPO interviewed more than 4,000 people with disability and
found that 60 percent of them live under the country’s poverty line, and the same
percentage of disabled children are unable to attend schools. Clearly, there is a prob-
lem somewhere, whether it be at the service or accessibility level.

In order to try and improve access to appropriate
services for people with disability, the Partnership
Program for the Protection of Children (3PC)
Disability Specialist Group (consisting of more than
16 organizations) decided to develop a directory of
services specifically for people with disability. Over
20 organizations contributed to the directory as of
first print in April 2021

The directory will be shared with partner organiza-
tions and other relevant institutions. It is a living
document and will be updated annually to reflect
changes to the existing organizational services and
added to as the network expands and new players
join the disability sector.

This directory is designed to provide social workers
with access to an array of specialized services for
people with disability. With the referral directory in
hand, social workers will be better equipped to
source the most appropriate service based on a
person’s specific disability and needs. This will in
turn increase the chance of a person with disability
in Cambodia accessing quality services leading to
an improvement in their overall well-being.
